The Annual Congregational Meeting took place at 12 Noon on Sunday, 16 November
2008. We barely met our quorum of 36, which is 10% of our confirmed membership. We
approved the minutes from last year, approved the Treasurers’ Report for this year,
elected council members for the next two years and approved a budget for 2009. We also talked about adjusting the
start time for our single Sunday service - more about that later.

On behalf of the Church Council, | would like to thank all the
council members who served this year for your efforts and for your dedication to serving God in this community
through your service on the Church Council.

Continuing to serve on the Church Council for the second year of their two year term are: Carl & Sherry Morse

We have not yet filled two council positions: Treasurer and the second Youth position.

The decision to shift the Sunday Church Service start time from 9:00 AM to 9:30 AM was discussed. Members
were concerned that the start time adjustment was not allowed to be commented on by the membership as a whole.
So, another survey is being prepared and will be distributed as widely as possible during the end of November and
early December. Please prayerfully make your wishes known about this so we can provide a Sunday Ser-
vice/Sunday School schedule that provides the best worship/study opportunity for all members of LCOC.

Next year will be filled with challenges and blessings. For the first time in 28 years we approach a change of our
Presiding Minister. Pastor Jim will be retiring on the 1% of June, 2009 and a process will begin to study ourselves,
and search for and call a new Pastor. This will involve everyone in the congregation as we move through the self
study and discover who we are and what we believe is our God-inspired direction for the future. After the self study,
a Call Committee will be formed from among members of the congregation and the formal process of searching for a
new Pastor will begin. This entire process needs to be smothered with your prayers. For now, we need to gather
together in hope and love for each other and for those in the community around us.
