Everyone joined, when a few weeks later, the church was
organized. Several of them would serve on the church council.

Today, 40 years later, there are only five left: Renate Ledlow, Coy & Gudrun Adams, and John &
Janet Mehr. The remaining couples have left for other parts of the country. At least one person has
passed away. Rev. Lang, our first pastor moved to Georgia and is now retired.
