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The Property Management Committee will be postponing the June 3rd 
Committee meeting until June 21, when the Committee is asking all 
able-bodied and interested LCOC members to meet for a Saturday Morn-
ing (9 - noon) Working Saturday.  Committee members followed up on a 
number of unfinished projects from the two April Working Saturdays 
(April 12 & April 19).  Projects either worked on or completed included: 
John Lange and Roger Rudy are continuing to paint the trim and steel beams in the Fellowship Hall a 

lighter shade of brown to lighten up and modernize the look of the room.  If you have a free Monday morning, stop over and 
assist John Lange on one of the ongoing painting projects. 
The outside wooden trim around the new windows for the Fellowship Hall has been primed, except for the very top row. 
The fire-alarm system was checked and some corrections made.  We are working with Comcast to set-up a dedicated phone 
line for the fire-alarm system. 
Work is progressing on the installation of a below floor duct sump in the basement so all water that accumulates in the ducting 

after a heavy rain can be drained.  Currently, up to 3 inches of water can accumulate in the ducting after a heavy rain. 
 
 Congregational Assistance:  We need help in locating two wheel chairs that could be used by members of the congregation 
while visiting the church for various functions.  One would be placed inside the front entrance to the new building and the 
other would be placed near the kitchen area in the basement.

Property Co-chairs 
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Ten men got up early on a wet, dreary Saturday morning to attend 
our May Men’s Prayer Breakfast.  One group of men was gathered 
together talking about tires and another group at the other end of the 
tables was talking about a wall made of wine corks.  When asked 
who started the tire discussion, everyone pointed at someone else 
and said “He did”.  What we learned from the tire discussion is that 
you are never to drive on tires that are 6 years old.  (We always 
learn something new at the Prayer Breakfast.)  The group discussing 
the wine cork wall learned that the real name for the wall is the Nau-

tical Wall.  Once finished, it may qualify as a Guinness World Record for the world’s largest dart board! 
After saying grace and getting our breakfast the discussion turned to world affairs.  We couldn’t compre-

hend why the junta in Myanmar was refusing aid for the victims suffering from the effects of the 3 May cyclone.  
Many countries around the world were poised to send aid to the cyclone victims, but their assistance was re-
fused by the Myanmar government. We talked about the Navy’s capabilities for providing aid to Myanmar and 
how the medical facilities and doctors on an aircraft carrier provide medical support exceeding that of any hospi-
tal in the region.  The ruling party in Myanmar looks at the value of human life much differently than we do.  
Myanmar used to be called Burma before the military junta came to power.   

The aircraft carrier potential aid to Myanmar sparked a discussion about the television series “Carrier” 
which reported what life is like on an aircraft carrier.  Over 5,000 sailors live on an aircraft carrier, many of which 
are women.  We discussed the military’s reluctance to assign women to jobs such as carrier duty and how the 
women have proven that they are more than capable of performing the work required.  It is not widely reported, 
but on a routine basis while in port, the sailors volunteer to work special projects such as helping to upgrade 
schools and orphanages.  Our news media does not consider projects like these as “news worthy” for some 
reason. 

With that, we decided it was time to start our devotions.  But, before we could begin devotions, we had 
to do our exercise to increase our brain power.  We again crossed our arms, grabbed our ears, and did 10 
semi-deep knee bends.  Seems we now have a Richard Simmons “want-a-be” as a member of our Prayer 
Breakfast.  It’s hard to believe that anyone can talk us into doing this!  If it increased our brain power it seems 
we would be smart enough not to do it any more.  It isn’t working!  We’re regressing! It’s depressing! 

Lee Schumacher provided devotions and led us in a discussion of Christ’s Ascension.  We learned that 
Ascension Sunday actually celebrates an event that happened on Thursday and in some European countries is 
honored as a national holiday. 

We first looked at Matthew 28:16-20.  These verses describe The Great Commission given to the disci-
ples by Jesus before his Ascension. 

We then read Mark 16: 19-20.  The scriptures preceding these verses are Mark’s description of The 
Great Commission.  Verse 19 of the NKJV says, “So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was received 
up into heaven, and sat down at the right hand of God”. 

We moved on to Luke’s description of the Ascension and read Luke 24:50-53.  Verse 51 of the NKJV 
says, “Now it came to pass, while He blessed them, that He was parted from them and carried up into heaven”. 

The Ascension is also described in Acts 1:9-11.  Verse 9 of the NKJV says, “Now when He had spoken 
these things, whiled they watched, He was taken up, and a cloud received Him out of their sight”.  In verse 11 it 
tells us how Jesus will return, “This same Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will so come in like 
manner as you saw Him go into heaven.” 

The discussion then pointed out that most of the descriptions of the Ascension were tied to The Great 
Commission.  None of the descriptions were identical, but were expressed in a way the people of the time 
would understand.  Someone pointed out that when several people witness an event and then are asked to de-
scribe it, none use exactly the same words to describe what they saw so it is no wonder the Gospels don’t de-
scribe Jesus’ Ascension exactly the same. 

The discussion concluded with the thought that it is hard to comprehend the mysteries of all the events 
described in the Bible.  The fact that we can’t comprehend everything does not take away the Bible’s basic 
messages or truths. 

Our next Men’s Prayer Breakfast is scheduled for June 14th.  We always pray that more men will con-
sider joining us for our Monthly Prayer Breakfasts. 
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The students at Wittenberg Learning Center have been tracking the 
prices of milk, eggs, and bread since the beginning of this semester.  
It is part of our study of economics.  We meet at Safeway every 
Monday morning, and do math while we're there.  
  

We have also been studying a little Greek, and translating short Bible 
verses--with a lot of help. 
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God’s blessings to all of you, 
I have now finished my second year of class work at Lutheran Theological Seminary at Gettysburg.  I particu-
larly loved my classes on the reformations and on the church year.  In the church year class, I developed a 
deeper love and appreciation for our church’s liturgy and festival days.  On May 4th I finished my teaching 
parish assignment at Nativity Lutheran, Alexandria.  I really enjoyed my time there.  Now I probably should 
preach at LCOC! 
 

On July 1st as officially Vicar Jeanne, I will be starting my internship year at Zion Lutheran Church, founded 
in 1786, in Harrisburg, PA.  The church has a large absolutely beautiful sanctuary but due to its city center 
location has been loosing members.  Services are at 10:15 a.m. so please plan a visit.  It is only a little over 
two hours drive, and  the Harrisburg area is really interesting.
